As the air sinks it compresses and with no more water t
evaporate the result is the air rapidly warms.

Derechos

A derecho is a widespread and long lived windstorm that is
associated with a band of rapidly moving showers or
thunderstorms. The word "derecho" is of Spanish oreyial,
means straight ahead. A derecho is made up of a “farhily
downburst clusters" and by definition must be at least 240
miles in length.

Derechos are associated with a band of showers or
thunderstorms that are often "curved" in shape. Thesed

out storms are called "bow echoes". A derecho can be
associated with a single bow echo or multiple bow echoes
The bow echoes may vary in scale and may die out and
redevelop during the course of derecho evolution.

Winds in derecho can exceed 100 mph. The winds associated
with derechos are not constant and may vary consigerabl
along the path..”

wear a Lifejacket when more than 400M from shore

is 2 NM from Stockton Beach)

All vessels must carry a waterproof torch at allesm

If a vessel is fitted with an electric starter or haskectric
troll motor it must carry a fire extinguisher.

Penalties for most offences have also been markedly
increased, for instance causing an obstruction in a

navigation channel has gone from $80:00 to $250:00!
The new regulations are reflected in the NSW Boating
