NEWCASTLE PORT CORPORATION

NPC TRANSFERS OWNERSHIP OF TWO ICONIC PORT SITES

Two major announcements have recently been made abdudtkéer of two iconic port sites owned by
Newcastle Port Corporation (NPC).

Member for the Hunter Jodi McKay, said the Nobbys Heatliand the Carrington Hydraulic Engine House were lbeihg
transferred to the Land Property Management AuthdriyMA).

Ms McKay said the decision
by the Board of NPC to
transfer ownership of
Nobbys Headland marked a
new beginning for the
historic landmark.

Research by NSW Maritime indicates that alcohol
consumption was a factor in over 25% of all deaths on|the

water since 1992. On a national level, alcohol is linked t
35% of all boating fatalities

Random Breath Testing (RBT)

In NSW Police conduct breath testing on the water.

Police Officers are able to conduct random breath testing
vessel operators if they are underway. Operators sfele
that are moored, berthed or at anchor will not bgestitio

RBT requirements. Operators however are encouraged to

remain under the legal limit when out on the waterasec
they need to move the vessel.

Boating Safety Officers do not conduct breath testing

due to the requirement to have the facility to placeragoe
under arrest. If we feel alcohol has contributed to aidest

or we detect someone operating a vessel under the iofiuen
we can detain that person until a police unit arrives| to
conduct a breath analysis. In the case of an incigent
